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Warning: Turn off power switch and unplug machine before proceeding. 
 

1. Remove fluorescent tubes, mounting brackets, sockets, associated wiring, and covers from door. 
Note: Removing the fluorescent wiring harness will require the opening of the enclosure holding 
fluorescent ballasts. (Figure 1) 

                                 
 
 
Note: Left and Right are determined by looking at the inside of the machine door. LED Lights are 
marked Left and Right. Please make sure LED lights are installed with wires facing down. 
 
2. Remove mounting brackets from new LED strips. Apply any type of thread lock (Use is recommended, not 

supplied with kit) to bracket screws. Reattach brackets to LED strips. Turn mounting brackets attached to 
LED strips for better access to mounting holes. 

3. Facing the inside of the open door, install LED strip mark with an “L” to left side of door and LED strip 
mark with an “R” to right side of door with new mounting brackets attached. Use 1 screw for each the top 
and bottom right and 2 screws for each top and bottom left. Use the screws removed from original 
fluorescent mounting brackets and mount brackets to original fluorescent bracket mounting holes. (Figure 2) 
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4. Route wires from LED strips through same locations as original machine harnesses. Note: Holes can be 

sealed with putty. (Figure 3) 
 

 
 
 

NOTE: If installing a dimmer kit, do not proceed with steps 5 through 8. Follow the dimmer kit 
instructions to proceed with crimping of wires. 

 
5. Remove 2 fork crimp terminals from V+ and V- of new power supply. (Figure 4) 
6. Twist 2 red wires from LED strips together, crimp 1 fork terminal to the wires and attach to V+ of power 

supply. 
7. Twist 2 black wires from LED strips together, crimp 1 fork terminal to the wires and attach to V- of power 

supply. 
8. Unplug 2-pin harness leading to fluorescent ballasts and plug into 2-pin harness from new power supply.  
 

 
 
 

9. Back of power supply is magnetic and can be attached to any steel surface. 
10. Power up machine and check for proper lighting of LED strips. Make fine adjustments to LED strips until 

desired light is achieved.
